BP operates one of the largest land based oil fields in 
Western Europe at Wytch Farm in Dorset, UK. The 
facility at Wytch Farm is located in a sensitive rural area 
with high conservation value. 
 
BP’s Health Safety and Environmental (HSE) goals are no 
accidents, no harm to people and no damage to the 
environment. 
 
BP at Wytch Farm is committed to continuous 
improvement in HSE performance and to complying with 
relevant UK and European legislation. 
 
BP’s environmental policy at Wytch Farm is to: 
 
Maintain an Environmental Management system that 
meets the requirements of ISO 14001 and EMAS.  The 
following aspects of this policy will help to deliver our 
environmental goals: 
 
Environmental Management 
• Assess and mitigate environmental risks for all 

aspects of Wytch Farm operations, modifications and 
projects. 

• Include measurable environmental targets in business 
plans.  Conduct regular management reviews and 
audits to identify areas for improvement. 

 
Communication and Training 
• Communicate openly with employees, contractors, 

regulators and the general public including reporting 
of environmental performance.   

• Promote appreciation of the value of the Wytch Farm 
environment.  

• Ensure that people are aware of their roles and 
responsibilities and are competent in performing 
them. 

 
Natural Resources, Products and Procurement 
• Conserve natural resources within BP Wytch Farm’s 

reasonable sphere of influence.  
• Continue good product stewardship practices, 

informing customers of environmental hazards and 
any changes in product specification. 

• Consider environmental performance of third parties 
and their products when making procurement 
decisions.   

Energy Conservation and Emissions to Air 
• Measure emissions to air associated with Wytch 

Farm operations. 
• Continue to minimise emissions to air and energy 

use, consistent with operating a declining oilfield. 
• Seek opportunities to apply innovative technology 

and review work practices to reduce emissions and 
energy consumption. 

 
Waste Management 
• Reduce the amount of waste generated. 
• Improve the handling of waste to optimise disposal 

options. 
• Increase the amount of waste re-used or recycled. 
 
Land Management and Biodiversity   
• Maintain and enhance regionally important habitat at 

Wytch Farm through ecological management and 
monitoring.  

• Use minimum land take for oilfield operations and 
reinstate sites we no longer require. 

 
Pollution Prevention and Control 
• Maintain the integrity of oilfield sites, plant and 

equipment. 
• Maintain high standards of housekeeping at all 

Wytch Farm sites to ensure a minimal impact on the 
local environment. 

• Provide assurance by monitoring visual impact, 
noise, and land and water quality. Use monitoring 
data to identify areas for improvement as 
appropriate. 

• Ensure that contingency procedures and plans are in 
place and regularly reviewed and tested. 

• Apply the best available pollution control and 
emissions reduction technology on all new plant and 
facilities, without entailing excessive cost. 

• Incorporate Best Available Techniques (in 
accordance with Integrated Pollution, Prevention and 
Control legislation) into business planning.  
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
