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ROI Questionnaire Results Summary

The ROI IEMA Steering Committee would like to thank all members who took the time to complete the 2009 questionnaire.  We had a great response with over 40% of all ROI IEMA members providing their invaluable input.

The indicated that awareness of the ROI Steering Committee was not as high as we had hoped, so in 2010 we will work towards improving our communications and profile.  

To begin this journey we are developing a roadmap using the results of the survey, which has provided us with very useful information for to assist our future planning. Information such as a preference of evening events, professional development through technical workshops, conferences, consultations on national policy and a closer working relationship with the EPA, Government bodies, SEI and academia.
The proposal of introducing an area of the IEMA web site specifically for the ROI members to communicate was welcomed and members said that they would use this site to initiate and participate in discussions of local environmental concern.
Members were in agreement that the allocation of members to a specific sector when they join (business, consultancy, public or the education sector) was useful, however many felt that their sectors were not being represented at either a local, or UK & I level.
The questionnaire also highlighted that many of the respondents were members up to and including associate level, but few were full members, with respondents commenting that they were working towards full membership and that this level of membership was relevant to them. This is an area of focus which the steering committee will focus on in 2010.

ROI steering committee are proposing to expand on the existing IEMA mentoring program to meet the needs of members in ROI and respondents feedback on this topic was positive with many suggesting that they would become either a mentor and/or mentee.
As you can see from the very brief and high level summation of just a few of the questions from the questionnaire, the information is extremely valuable and will assist us in the determination of our strategic direction in 2010 which we hope to communicate during the Annual Meeting in December.

Finally, we will be recruiting new members to the ROI Steering Committee, to represent the public, graduate/student and pharmaceutical sectors.  These positions will be advertised at the end of October.
