By 2012, we will regulate about half the greenhouse gas

emissions from England and Wales
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To help meet emissions targets, we

- Run emissions trading schemes

- Support development and use of low-carbon
technologies, carbon capture and nuclear

- Help businesses we regulate meet their
emissions reduction targets

- Reduce methane emissions from landfill
- Help farmers increase carbon storage in soils



Reducing landfill emissions

- We measure and model methane
emissions from landfills

- Landfill emissions can be reduced
by using gas for energy production

- In 2008/9 methane from landfill
sites was reduced by the
equivalent of 400,000 tonnes of
Carbon Dioxide

- 48% of renewable gas and energy
now comes from landfills
